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Abstract

The purpose of this research, which was carried out in a descriptive survey method, was to know the
status of shadow education and to identify the factors related to the prevalence of supplementary tutoring
from the perspective of school community members, that is, students, their parents, and teachers working
in public and private schools in the Kurdistan region of Irag. Was. Sampling of these three groups of the
statistical community was done by random cluster method. The data collection tool was three special
questionnaires for each group of participants, adapted from previous foreign research with a few minor
changes, which were translated and implemented from English and Farsi to Kurdish. The results indicated
that more students than their parents and teachers believed that supplementary private tutoring leads to a
better understanding of lessons. Also, more students believed that private classes lead to higher exam scores
than other respondent groups. They also acknowledged that they received little support from the school
compared to private remedial classes. On the other hand, parents were less likely than their children and
teachers to believe that private classes lead to better performance of school tasks. The teachers also believed
less than the other groups that private teaching gives more assurance of passing the entrance exam.
Regarding increasing the duration of study, the opinions of teachers were not in harmony with students and
parents, and they believed less that these classes increase study opportunities. The results of the research
are some good and encouraging signs, including that when academic advisors find extracurricular services
for students at risk of falling academically in cooperation with teachers and parents, it is possible that overall
satisfaction in the classroom environment in terms of behavior, It created academic progress and increased
self-confidence of students in all levels of education.
